Welcome to Chemistry with Ms. Au-Yeung! Please read below to learn about what to expect from this class and what is expected of you.

Course Overview:  Chemistry is the science of matter and its interactions which means it is everywhere! The rules of chemistry govern the food you eat, your body, the earth’s atmosphere, and everything in between. Even if you are not pursuing a career in science, learning chemistry is important to understanding the world around us and helping us to make informed decisions.

In this course, we may be viewing various documentaries throughout the year and proper notice will be given if you should choose to opt out of viewing the documentary. Last year, the documentaries that were viewed in class included Food, Inc., Supersize Me, and Vegucated. 

Units: The following are the topics that we are expected to cover each semester.

Spring: 
Stoichiometry – The math inside of chemistry. We will be looking at chemical “recipes” inside of this unit and how, as scientists, we can predict our products based on the ingredients that we used.

Gas Laws – Although we cannot see them, gases are everywhere and we can still study their behaviors. We will be exploring relationships of gas behavior in this unit.

Food – Most of our energy comes from food and learning about how our bodies are affected by it will allow us to make informed decisions about how to better take care of ourselves. This unit will cover concepts of heat, energy, macromolecules, and nutrition.

Independent Projects – After studying various components of chemistry, to practice our skills as scientists, you will be given the opportunity to investigate a research project of your own, with time allowing. With support provided, this unit will be more research-based.

*If you are earning a 93% or higher in the class by the week before Finals, you can choose to opt out of taking the final.

Late Work: Each day that the assignment is late, an additional 10% will be deducted. After five school days, the assignment will be counted as an incomplete and you will receive a score of zero.

Behavior: Since this is a science class, we will be conducting several laboratory activities throughout the year and it is expected that appropriate behavior is followed to ensure safety. 

The following steps will be followed regarding inappropriate behavior:

· 1st Offense – Behavior Log: You will be notified of your offense in class and it will be noted on the behavior log on Q. 

· 2nd Offense– Action Plan/Parent or Guardian Notification/Detention: If the behavior problem continues, you will create an action plan with Ms. Au-Yeung to correct the behavior, your parent or guardian will be contacted to let them know of the action plan, and you will receive a 30-minute detention that will be fulfilled during lunch or Friday after school. If you do not fulfill the detention, points will be deducted from your Participation grade. Cell phone infraction – phone will be held for the rest of the school day

· 3rd Offense– Disciplinary Referral: If the behavior problem continues even after the first two steps, you will be referred to Mr. Banducci or Ms. Marshall (Assistant Principals). Cell phone infraction – phone will be held until parent or guardian comes to pick it up.

Cell Phone Policy: To also ensure a productive learning environment, the use of cell phones and other smart devices will not be permitted in class. If a cell phone or other device that has not been preapproved is seen out, it will be taken away for the rest of the period and points will be deducted from participation for that day.

Bathroom Policy: Students can only go to the bathroom when Ms. Au-Yeung is not teaching to the whole class. For the semester, each student will be given ten bathroom passes to use.  Classmates may use each other’s bathroom passes if they run out. Any unused passes can be turned in for extra credit at the end of the semester. 

Tutoring: For extra support outside of class, tutoring will be offered on Wednesdays and Thursdays as well as by appointment. Tutoring is an opportunity for you to further reinforce what you have been learning and it is recommended that you take advantage of it. Mr. Sapin, the other chemistry teacher, will be tutoring during 4th period and Ms. Au-Yeung during 5th period on tutoring days.
